Afternoons are free to explore and develop
your own work, and critiques will round
out each day.

Students will work in their favorite me-
dium-watercolor, pastel, oil paints
(traditional or watersoluable), acrylics,
or colored pencil-and should have a
basic understanding of that medium.

Course instruction will involve lectures,
one-on-one time with Kat, and group
critiques. Cultural workshops include
classes on Greek language, history and
culture, as well as an evening of Greek
dancing and traditional music.

Our class will both begin and conclude
with visits to Athens, highlighted by
tours of the Acropolis and the magnifi-
cent new Acropolis Museum. We’ll dine
in lively tavernas and explore the quaint
streets of this legendary city.
